
The Moore family came to a Habitat  
informational meeting with hopes of  
finding a way to move out of their two bed-
room rental on Slocumb St.  Queen Moore 
had a dream of homeownership that be-
came a reality when she learned that she 
had been approved for a Habitat home.  
This means that her, her mother and her 
son would soon own a home where each of 
them could have their own bedroom!   
While the Moore family was applying for a 
Habitat home, Sherry Archibald, Habitat 
Development Director, was applying for a 
$25,000 grant through Citi-Financial.   
After a couple of long weeks waiting to 
hear the outcome, Sherry finally got the 
call that Citi-Financial would be 
co-sponsoring Habitat’s next 
house!  This co-sponsorship 
from Citi-Financial made it  
possible for Habitat to start a 
house for the Moore family.  
Queen picked the lot at 1303 

Franklin Court as the place for her  
future home.  Habitat held a ground-
breaking ceremony and the Moore 
family got to meet the people from Citi
-Financial that are helping to make her 
dreams a reality.  Queen has already 
started volunteering at the  
construction site and Marvin Holcomb, 
Citi-Financial Branch Manger, says, “I 
can’t wait for us (Citi-Financial) to 
come out to the site and help with  
construction.”  It is through these  
partnerships that Habitat is able to 
work towards our mission to eliminate 
sub-standard housing in Wayne 
County.               

Kim Grice, ReStore Manager, has been 
waiting since she was hired by Habitat for 
this day to come.  She cannot wait until 
the end of the summer when the renova-
tions will be complete at the Habitat  
ReStore.  Renovations include a new roof, 
upstairs ceiling, downstairs flooring, 
shelving and outside signs.  The Habitat 
ReStore staff is most excited about the 
renovations that have taken place upstairs 
at the store.  The biggest improvement has 
been the addition of a heating and air-
conditioning system.  Customers will now 
be able to shop upstairs in comfortable 
temperatures.  Regular volunteer Marge 
Corder has been helping to organize the 
upstairs and says, “It’s great that we can 
be upstairs working and be able to turn the 

air-conditioning on!”  After workers 
finished the upstairs they moved into 
the deconstruction phase of the down-
stairs offices.  The offices have been 
replaced by a new receiving area for 
donations.  With the remodel almost 
complete Habitat is looking for  
donations to refill the space.  The  
ReStore accepts donations then sells 
them to the community with all sales 
helping to build Habitat houses.
